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ABSTRACT

In this document, the formatting requirements are described for a proceedings paper for the 9th Humanist Conference. The formatting of text, table and figure captions and references are described and should be applied as shown in this template. An abstract not exceeding 250 words should appear at the top of the first page, after the title of the paper in a section titled "ABSTRACT" (without section number), after the names of the authors. The title of the paper should be in title case (http://www.grammar-monster.com/lessons/capital_letters_title_case.htm). 
Keywords: 4-6 keywords, separated by commas, ending with a dot. [Arial 10, lower case]
1 INTRODUCTION [Heading 1, Arial 14, bold, upper case, aligned left]
Submissions might be either Extended Abstracts (2 pages) or Full Conference Papers (5-6 pages) – according to the choice of the authors.
Please include in your contribution the Background, Objectives, Method, Results and (expected) Impact of your research. The Full Conference Papers including references, figures and tables should be 5 to 6 pages of A4 (not including references)/ Extended Abstracts should be 2 pages of A4 (not including references). Both submission types should be written in English. Keep the margins of this template as they are.
Your paper should also address the novelty of the research, the knowledge gap being addressed and how it fits the scope of this conference. Four to six keywords should be included underneath the abstract as shown.
2 FORMAT OF THE PAPER
All standard text should be written in Arial 10pt font. Alignment should be justified, spacing of 0cm and single line spacing. All section headings should be numbered, with exception of the references section. Position and style of the headings should be presented as above (heading 1) and below examples (heading 2 and 3). Insert the title of your paper on all but the first page as a header as indicated.

3 TABLES AND FIGURES
When preparing the final version of the paper, please consider including graphical elements for data visualization. Aside from adding valuable context to the article, these elements can improve the comprehension of the data reported in the paper. However, please avoid representing redundant data. Please select the right graph for the right data - use representations consistent with the content (e.g., please avoid 3D graphs when unnecessary). 

Figures and tables should be embedded in the text and not supplied separately. Below are two examples of the table and figure captions. The figure caption should be placed below the figure, and a table caption above the table and should be numbered. Both are centred and referred to in the text as Figure 1 and Table 1.

The contributions (Extended Abstracts or Full Conference Papers) should be submitted using the submission form provided at the HUMANIST Website (https://phil-web.phil.tu-chemnitz.de/aap/ls/index.php?r=survey/index&sid=522745&lang=en). 
We aim at organizing a special issue. Therefore, selected contributions (max.10-12) will be invited for a special issue in Transportation Research Part F (in addition to the conference proceedings).
